The history and beauty of Machu Picchu 
are ideal to explore from April to October, 
as this is the dry season, opening up 
sunny skies and clear views. July and 
August can be busy though, so going 
earlier in the year might bring a little rain, 
but it also brings fewer crowds.

The famous Bolivian salt flats can be 
visited year-round. During the dry season 
(Apr - Oct), you’ll experience colder 
weather but can 4x4 across the entire 
area. In the summer months (Dec - Mar), 
during the wet season, you’ll observe the 
mirror effect of the salt flats. 

Brazil really comes alive between 
November to March, but its mild climate 
means there’s never a bad time to visit. 
The hot, sunny days of summer are great 
for the beach, and you’ve got Carnival in 
February. If you’re visiting the Amazon 
or the Pantanal, the dry season is June-
September.

Argentina offers warm weather in the 
summer months (Dec - Mar), so January 
can be an ideal time to visit Patagonia 
for hiking. Buenos Aires is great during 
it’s spring or autumn seasons, with mild 
temperatures, but know that Dec - Mar is 
the peak season throughout the country. 

Patagonia is best visited in the Australian 
summer, as the warm weather is ideal 
for hiking and outdoor activities, and 
everything will be open. If you’re visiting 
in the Patagonian summer (Dec-Mar), you 
can also combine an Antarctic cruise with 
time in Patagonia.

You can enjoy the Galapagos 
and see wildlife year-round though.

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Day 1 – Arrival in Santiago, Chile
Arrival day where you are free to explore Chilean capital.

Day 3 – Sacred Valley
Fly to Cusco, where you will descend into the Sacred Valley. The 
Sacred Valley of the Incas is a region in Peru’s Andean highlands 
which, along with the nearby town of Cusco and the ancient 
city of Machu Picchu, formed the heart of the Inca Empire.

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Day 1 – San Pedro de Atacama, Chile
Overlooking the Licancabur Volcano, San Pedro de Atacama is 
surrounded by dramatic landscape ranges from desert, salt flats, 
steaming geysers and hot springs to fascinating rock formations. 
This evening you will experience Astronomy in the Desert, one 
of the best places in the world to observe stars, planets, and 
constellations.

Day 2 – San Pedro and Moon Valley
Start your day with a tour of San Pedro de Atacama, the 
archaeological capital of Chile. Located near the mouth of the 
main river that feeds the salt flat, this tour will give you an 
understanding of the history, the town, and the surrounding 
areas.

Today is packed with jaw-dropping scenery. Pass through the 
Valley of Rocks to view famous rock formations caused by wind 

erosion. Villages like Culpina, where the houses have been built 
from natural materials and San Cristobal. Then set off across 
the Great Salt Flats to Colchani village, where we observe the 
methods of salt extraction and salt processing. We continue 
to Incahuasi Island, an oasis covered with giant cacti up to 
33ft (10m) high. Continuing north to visit the pre-Colombian 
ruins of Pucarade de Ayque fort on the foothills of Thunupa 
volcano. After a long day of exploration, finally arrive at your 
accommodation – the luxurious Palacio de Sal Hotel. Made from 
salt bricks and located on the shores of Salar de Uyuni. (B,L,D)

Day 6 – La Paz, Bolivia
Fly from Uyuni to La Paz, which has the highest international 
airport in the world at 13,386ft (4,080 m) above sea level. La 
Paz has a spectacular setting in a deep bowl surrounded by 
snow-capped mountains of the Altiplano. It lies in the shadow 
of the towering 6,438m high Mt. Illimani, always snow-covered 
and visible from many parts of the city. (B)

Day 7 – La Paz Shoeshiners City Tour
Embark on a city tour through La Paz, wandering through the 
street markets rich in handicrafts, weavings, and witchcraft 
items, followed by a visit to the colonial section of the city. Then, 
descend into the more modern, southern part of La Paz to reach 
and visit the Valley of the Moon, where a clay mountain has 
been impressively shaped by erosion. Ride by cable car for an 
excellent and beautiful view of La Paz.

Your tour will be conducted by a local English speaking guide 
and you will be joined by a ‘Lustracalzado’ or a shoeshiner, who 
can found on most street corners of the city. Often the lustras 
will wear a balaclava or face covering to hide their identities 
and the social stigma and discrimination that their profession 
attracts. We work with a social project, that helps to employ the 
lustras as tour guides. This allows them additional income and 
the project has even paid for some of them to pursue further 
study and learn English. We hope that by you taking a tour with 
a lustra guide that this will help break down the social stigmas in 
place and give them a better future. (B,L)

Day 8 – La Paz to Puno, Peru
Traveling along the Pan-American Highway through the Bolivian 
highlands, you will stop off and temples, ruins, and historical 
sites. Arrive in Puno and the rest of the afternoon is free for you 
to explore the city at your leisure.

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Day 1 – Bogota, Colombia
Bogota is Colombia’s vibrant and cosmopolitan capital, situated 
2,600 metres above sea level in the Andean mountains.

Day 2 – Bogota City Tour
Today you will tour Bogota’s main sights including La Candelaria, 
Museo del Oro, the Botero Museum and Monserrat Hill.
La Candelaria is the city’s old town, where you will find Plaza 
Bolivar, Bogota’s main square. There you can see Colombia’s 
Palace of Justice, the Capitol Building, the Cathedral of Bogota 
and the city mayor’s office. Nearby are buildings painted with 
colorful murals and street art.
Within the old city we will visit Museo del Oro, or the Gold Museum, 
which houses more than 55,000 pieces of gold jewelery and 
ornaments from Colombia’s various indigenous groups.
You will then head to the Botero Museum. Home to the works 
of Fernando Botero, a Colombian artist, whose ‘Boterismo’ style 
depicts people and figures in an exaggerated manor.
We will then go to Monserrat Hill and ride a funicular (cable car) 
to the top to take in a panoramic view of the city.

Day 3 – Medellin
Colombia’s second largest city. Known as the ‘City of Eternal 
Spring’ thanks to its excellent weather year round, Medellin is 
home to coffee plantations, flower farms and cloud forests.
Once a city with a notorious history, Medellin has had a complete 
makeover and is a safe and attractive city that now plays host to 
the Feria de las Flores (festival of flowers) each August.

Day 4 – Guatape
Today you will enjoy a full day tour of Guatape. Located on a 
man-made reservoir, Guatape is an Andean resort town located 
east of Medellin that’s famous for its giant granite rock monolith 
known as Piedra del Penol. There you can climb its 740 steps to 
the top to take in spectacular views of the region.
You will then take a boat ride on the reservoir and see local’s 
enjoying water sports such as kayaking, fishing and sailing. Back 
In Guatape, we’ll wander through the village to see its churches 
and the colorful paintings that adorn the town’s houses.

Day 5 – Medellin Tour
Enjoy a half-day tour of Medellin. Visit a museum or memorial 
park and learn more about the gritty, dark recent history that 
made Medellin one of the most dangerous cities in the world. 
You will take the local Metro cable car to its final station, La 
Aurora and enjoy views of the city, from the mountains to 
the sprawling and modern valleys. Visit the neighborhood of 
Comuna 13, which in recent history was a no go for residents 
of the city, due to being a gateway for drug trafficking and 
cartels, it has been transformed into a vibrant and colorful social 
project, known for street graffiti depicting how the area’s identity 
has changed. In 2002 the Colombian government launched 
Operation Orion to overthrow the cartel, culminating in air strikes 
which killed and injured hundreds. The operation succeeded, 
freeing the district from the guerrillas and paramilitaries control 
and allowing the community to redevelop.

Day 6 – Cartegena
From Medellin, you will fly to Cartagena, a city situated on 
Colombia’s Caribbean coastline. Cartagena is famous for its 
walled old town and fortress, which were both listed as a world 
heritage site in 1984. After your arrival you might like to spend 
your time exploring the cobbled streets of this district and see 
the Monumento Torre del Reloj, a clock tower built between 
1601 and 1631.

Day 7 – Cartagena Tour
Starting at the Convent of Santa Cruz de La Popa and its nearby 
monastery. Situated on top of Mount la Popa, the site provides 
excellent views. Originally a wooden chapel built in 1607, the 
convent has since been reconstructed. Inside, you will find the 
image of La Virgin de la Candelaria, the patroness of the city. 
Our next stop, you will take a walk through the San Felipe 
castle-fortress, which is situated on San Lazaro Hill, and learn 
about its construction and how it once defended the city from 
pirates. Now an artisan center, it’s a wonderful place to purchase 
local handicrafts. Enjoy a walking tour of the hip and bohemian 
suburb of Getsamani and explore the old walled city on foot with 
your local guide who will point out hidden gems and share all of 
the history and fun facts about the city with you. 

Day 8 – San Basilio de Palenque
Discover a corner of Africa in South America! This town, founded 
by Benkos Bioho, was the first slavery free town established in 
the country. The town has been declared by UNESCO to have 
intangible cultural heritage and has its own unique dialect and 
language and you will learn about their traditions and rituals. 
Meet the local artisans, who tell their stories through their crafts 
and enjoy a traditional lunch and musical performance.

Day 9 – Cartagena
On your final day in Cartagena you might choose to wander 
the historical districts of El Centro and San Diego before you 
are collected from your hotel and taken to the airport for your 
onward flight.

The city of Quito is situated 2,850 metres above sea level 
within the Andean foothills and is known for its snow-capped 
mountain backdrop, colonial architecture and artwork. Once 
part of the Incan Empire, Quito has been declared a UNESCO 
World Cultural Heritage Site thanks to its well-preserved historic 
center. 

Day 2  – Quito Six Senses Tour

Despite 
the altitude, the park is home to numerous birds and varied plant 
life. Weather permitting, there are spectacular views from the 
north face of the mountain. The surrounding scenery includes 
volcanoes like Pasochoa, Ruminahui and Sincholagua. You will 
also have the opportunity to visit a local indigenous market. (B, L)

Day 4 – Chimborazo National Park
Enjoy an excursion to Chimborazo National Park, a sanctuary 
of Ecuador’s natural beauty. Witness the imposing presence of 
Chimborazo volcano and explore the park’s history at the Visitor 
Center.

Inca Ruins of Ingapirca, a remarkable fortress blending Inca and 
Cañari architecture. This evening immerse yourself in Cuenca’s 
vibrant cultural tapestry. (B,L)

Day 6 – Cuenca
Take a city tour of Cuenca, starting your day with the 
breathtaking views from the Turi viewpoint. Wander through 
the picturesque ‘Barranco’ district, lined with terraced houses 
along the Tomebamba River, before delving into the rich cultural 
heritage of the city at the Pumapungo Museum. Witness the 
artistry behind Panama hat crafting at a local factory, where 
‘Paja toquilla’ fiber hats are intricately made. Explore Cuenca’s 
Historical district, discovering vibrant markets, the grand ‘New 
Cathedral,’ and the timeless beauty of Colonial and Republican 
architecture in the main square. (B)

Day 7 – Saraguro & Pucara
Traverse through the Andes and enjoy the tranquil beauty of 
rural villages, expansive cattle farms, and quaint farmlands. 
Upon reaching Saraguro visit the quaint and traditional village of 
Guera. Here, you’ll gain insights into local culture with a visit to 
a charming house museum, sampling the region’s typical drink, 
‘Uahango.’ Continuing your exploration, visit Pucara, a historically 
significant site revered for its strategic importance as both a war 
observatory and spiritual sanctuary. Marvel at the sweeping 
vistas of the Yunguilla Valley. Return to Saraguro to explore the 
region’s rich textile heritage at a traditional workshop, where 

skilled artisans demonstrate intricate loom techniques. The 
highlight of today will be lunch at Shamuico restaurant, led by 
Chef Samuel Ortega, a Saraguro native with extensive culinary 
expertise garnered from Spain. (B,L)

Day 8 – Cuenca to Guayaquil
Following a hearty breakfast, venture northwest towards 
the captivating expanse of Cajas National Park. A plethora of 
activities awaits, including invigorating hikes, immersive bird-
watching experiences and tranquil lakeside walks. Marvel at the 
diverse flora and fauna. A highlight of the park visit is exploring 
the Interpretation Center nestled beside La Toreadora Lake. Your 
journey continues towards the vibrant city of Guayaquil, with 
travelers treated to breathtaking mountain scenery and delightful 
transitions in vegetation as we approach the enchanting 
Ecuadorian coastline, promising a sensory feast for all. On arrival 
check into your hotel and the rest of the day is yours to relax or 
explore.

Genovesa Island is a horseshoe shaped 
island located in the northeastern region 
of the Galápagos Archipelago. Its distinct 
shape was formed from the eruption of a 
shield volcano and the eventual collapse 
of one side of the caldera. The resulting 
submerged crater formed Darwin Bay, 
which is surrounded by steep cliffs that 
provide homes for many seabirds. 

Genovesa has developed a reputation as 
“The Bird Island” because of the numerous 
and varied bird species that nest there.

WHY GO
 �Unique wildlife and bird species
 �One of the few places in the Islands 
where Red-footed Boobies are found en 
masse.

Española is the southernmost of the 
Galápagos Islands and is also one of the 
oldest. Geologists estimate it is about four 
million years old.

Because Española is one of the most 
isolated islands, it has a large number 
of endemic species — the Española 
mockingbird, the Española lava lizard, and 
the waved albatross.

 �Punta Suarez for it’s variety and  
quantity of wildlife.

 �Gardner Bay - This expansive white sand  
beach attracts napping sea lions

Santa Cruz is the main tourism hub for  
all of the Galápagos, given its proximity to the airport on Baltra.

Puerto Ayora is the heart and soul of the Galápagos Islands’ 
human population and is the main tourism hub in the archipelago.

San Cristóbal is the fifth largest and 
easternmost island of the Galápagos. It is 
comprised of three or four fused volcanoes, all 
extinct. Its name comes from the Patron Saint 
of seafarers, St. Christopher.

The town of Puerto Baquerizo Moreno is the 
capital of the Galápagos province. It is home to 
an Ecuadorian Navy facility, and an airport with 
daily flights to the mainland.
