Our Antarctica Flights are a completely different experience from
traditional ship-based Antarctic expeditions.

Depending on your departure city, you will travel between 9,500
km round trip (Melbourne regular flight) up to 13,500 km round
trip (South Pole Flight). A team of Antarctica Experts from Chimu
Adventures will be on board to explain the continent's landscapes
and history as you fly over Antarctica. Over the years, we have
assembled one of Australia's largest and most experienced
Antarctica teams. We utilise the experience and knowledge of our
staff to provide a fantastic experience for our clients.

Generally it takes around three hours of flying time south of Australia
before we start to see scattered icebergs and shortly after we
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normally reach the continent itself, where, weather permitting, we'll
get to take in the dramatic mountains, glaciers and frozen landscapes
of Antarctica.

For the reqular Antarctica flights we will spend 3 - 4 hours flying over
the Antarctic continent and weather permitting we'll hope to reduce
the flying altitude to approximately 20,000 feet to give improved
viewing of some areas. The South Pole Flight will spend significantly
longer over Antarctica, mostly at cruising altitude as we aim to reach
the South Pole.

On each departure date we carefully consider a number of factors,
including weather, cloud cover and ice conditions to help provide you
the best viewing experience on the day. Working with Qantas, we have
20 different potential flight paths to choose from, all of which have a
variety of interesting features to see.

SOUTH POLE SCENICFLIGHT
Follow The rewles of famous exploners

Our South Pole Discovery flight is the first and only commercial scenic
flight to the South Pole from Australia, making it a unique opportunity
for real Antarctica enthusiasts.

On this approx. 16-hour return flight, we aim to indulge in some of
Antarctica's most celebrated history. Weather and time permitting,
our planis to follow Captain Robert Falcon Scott's route to the South
Pole. On the outward journey we will endeavour to pass over Ross
Island which Scott used as a base for his attempts on the South Pole,
then follow his route south across the Ross Ice Shelf towards the
Transantarctic mountains.

Once at the Transantarctic, it may be possible to fly over the
Beardmore Glacier which Scott used as his pathway from the Ross Ice
Shelf up to the Polar Plateau.

From the Transantarctic Mountains we will continue across the
Antarctic Polar Plateau (the dome of ice which comprises central
Antarctica) all the way to the South Pole. Conditions and regulatory
approval allowing, we hope to see the South Pole Station, manned
year round by a team of international scientists.

If time is on our side, we hope to return via Roald Amundsen's South
Pole route, travelling South to the Axel Heiberg Glacier, which was
Amundsen's route from the Ross Ice Shelf to the Antarctic Polar
Plateau. From there we will attempt to fly over the Ross Ice Shelf to
the Bay of Whales, Amundsen's starting point and the location where
he moored his ship, the Fram, for his South Pole expedition. It's from
here that we will make our way back towards Australia, where this
historic flight will end.
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Ateam of Chimu Adventures' Antarctica experts will explain the
landscapes and the complex history of the explorers who tried to
tame the continent as we fly. Names such as Mawson, Shackleton,
Amundsen and Scott will ring in your ears as you indulge in history
of the Heroic Age of Antarctic Exploration. Over the years, Chimu
Adventures has built up one of largest teams of Antarctic experts
within Australia and we will leverage off this team to help us deliver a
fantastic inflight experience.

To cover the distance to the South Pole and back, we will need to fly
mostly at cruising speed and high altitude. Once we take off we'llbe
heading for the South Pole irrespective of what we see. Although we
hope for the possibility of some lower altitude cruising, this is not
guaranteed.

The main focus of this flight will be to retrace these historic routes
taken by Scott and Amundsen. Like the explorer's faced before us,
Antarcticais unpredictable, and the weather can change by the hour.
We strive to provide the best experience possible but unfortunately
reliable weather is not guaranteed once we take off from Australia.
We could see an abundance of ice and mountains, or it could be just
clouds.

Unlike other flights we will not have the option to take alternative
routes to suit the weather on the day, yet we have carefully picked the
best time of year to fly. With a 50% chance of having clear visibility, we
will be travelling almost 6,000 km to get to the South Pole. You may
see everything, or you may not, and must be prepared for anything.

This flight is like the expeditions of past, with potential for poor
visibility but the prospect of a magical trip that few can claim to have
done; to say that you're one of the few individuals in human history
to have visited the South Pole or had the chance to appreciate the
enormity of Shackleton's, Scott and Amundsen's journeys.

At the latitudes we are heading to, it doesn't get properly dark
between September and March. That's why The Aurora flights run
between Autumn and Spring and we've chosen our flight times
carefully during this period. On the flight we will fly to the Auroral Zone,
which is an area around the South Magnetic Pole. The South Magnetic
Pole moves over time and is actually much further north than the
geographical South Pole. The South Magnetic Pole is currently located
in the Southern Ocean, south of Australia and just off the coast of
Antarctica.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS - GENERAL

How does the seat swap work?

We will be doing a seat swap during the flight. As can be seen on the
Seat Swap diagram on the Seating Plan the aim is to give passengers
in the seating classes that will be doing a seat swap time in a window
seat or seat next to a window. Please Note the Economy Class —
Limited View category will not be doing a seat swap. The helpful
Qantas staff onboard will be facilitating the seat swap andinstructing
on the cleaning regime required during the process.

Are there any age Restrictions for the Flight?
There are no age restriction on the flights, although please be aware
that there is no discounted pricing for children.

Please Note: these are long flights for young children and we do not
recommend the trip for children aged 8 years and younger.
Children under 16 years of age must be accompanied by an adult.

Can I access the Qantas Airport Lounge?
Yes, the Qantas Airport Lounges can be accessed for passengers
who hold the required loyalty status.

As these flights are chartered flights, they do not accumulate or
accept frequent flyer points. Any credits held with Qantas can also not
be used to purchase these flights.

Can I reserve a particular seat?

You can select a seating class but not a particular seat. The Seating
allocation will be finalised close to departure taking into consideration
allbooking requirments.

Can | offset the carbon emissions from my flight?

As amember of Responsible Travel, Chimu Adventures have always
put measures in place to reduce our impact on the environment. We
will be offsetting the carbon emissions of all the Southern Lights
Flights.

Where will we fly & what if it is bad weather?

Weather is not generally the issue, cloud cover is our biggest
challenge. We have 20 different routes we can follow and the Captain
will choose the route they anticipate will provide the best viewing
onthe day. Itis noted that weather conditions can change quickly in
Antarctica, even mid-flight.

For our South Pole flight, we will be at the mercy of the conditions
on the day. This route is focused on the history and scale of the epic
journeys of Amundsen and Scott.

What time will we fly?

Most Antarctica flights will depart early morning with the exception
of the New Years flight which will depart in the evening and enjoy the
midnight sun.

FAQ- SOUTHERN LIGHTS

What is the probability of seeing an Aurora?

As we are in Nature's hands we cannot guarantee a sighting, but there
is an over 95% chance of encountering the stunning beauty of the
Southern Lights in a magnificent, unforgettable display.

How long will we see the Aurora for?

As you will appreciate, the Aurora is a natural phenomenon, so this
can never be guaranteed. However, on previous two charter flights,
passengers enjoyed 4 and 6 hours of viewing.

What if it is bad weather?

As we fly above the clouds and the weather systems and due to the
great navigational ability of the Dreamliner sightings of the Aurora
should not be affected by weather,

COVID MEASURES

We take the health and safety of our passengers and crew seriously
during COVID 19. As such we will be undertaking these additional
COVID safety measures during your flight, in partnership with Qantas
and airport authorities:

> Toreduce congestion on board, not all seats in Economy Class will
be utilised. This will allow more space for passengers.

> Each passenger will receive a personal Qantas pack for the flight
including disposable mask, sanitiser and disinfectant wipes.

Where will we fly?

From departure, we will head south aiming for latitudes of 62 degrees
south, our ultimate flight path will depend on where we find the
Aurora.

What time will we fly?
To get the best Aurora's we need to fly at night. This means that the
flights will depart mid evening and arrive home early the next morning.

> Thereis enhanced cleaning of the aircraft with a disinfectant
effective against coronaviruses including during the seat swap
process. The aircraft's air conditioning systemis fitted with
hospital-grade HEPA filters, which remove 99.9% of all particles,
including viruses. Air inside the cabinis refreshed every few
minutes, ensuring high air quality.

> Additional sanitisers will be available on board throughout the
duration of the flight.
