Alternatively,
enjoy time at leisure and make your own way to
Prison Museum carpark by 3.45 pm to rejoin the LOCATIONS
group and transfer to the pier for embarkation.

Ushuaia, capital of Tierra del Fuego is located at Antarctic Peninsula and

the shores of the Beagle Channel and surrounded ey Antarctic Circle
by the Martial Mountains giving you a unique

landscape in Argentina, which is the combination NO IMAGE

of mountains, sea, glaciers and forests. On this AVAILABLE ]

introductory tour, you will visit “La Mision”
neighbourhood, the old Government House, and
the upper area of the city, which offers beautiful
panoramic views of Ushuaia and the Beagle
Channel. During the excursion you will see the
antique houses that belonged to the first families
settled in Ushuaia. The excursion ends with a visit
to the Old Prison Museum before transferring to
the pier for embarkation at approximately 4.00
PM. After embarkation, you’ll have time to settle
into your cabin before our important mandatory
briefings. As the ship pulls away from port, we’ll
gather on the deck to commence our adventure
with spectacular views over Ushuaia and Tierra
del Fuego. This evening, get to know your fellow
expeditioners and friendly expedition team and
crew at a welcome dinner.

DAY 3: Drake Crossing

As we commence the Drake Passage crossing, we
make the most of our time getting comfortable
with the motions of the sea. Our expedition team
prepare you for our first landing with important

wildlife guidelines and biosecurity procedures, et
and start our lecture program to help you learn

more about Antarctica’s history, wildlife and NO IMAGE
environment. Our wildlife experiences begin as AVAILABLE

we enjoy watching and photographing the many
seabirds, including majestic albatrosses and giant
petrels following in our wake. They rise and fall
skilfully, using air currents created by the ship to
gain momentum.

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DAY 5: Antarctic Peninsula and Circle - Day 5 to

It’s almost impossible to describe the feeling of ACAEACC
arriving in Antarctica. Spotting your first iceberg

and taking a deep breath of some of the most DEPARTURE

fresh, crisp air on earth is an experience that will
stay with you forever. Once we arrive, the

western side of the Antarctic Peninsula and the 14/12/2021
South Shetland Islands are ours to explore, and
we have a host of choices available to us. Because DURATION

we are so far south, we will experience
approximately 18-24 hours of daylight and the
days can be as busy as you wish. We generally
make landings or Zodiac excursions twice a day.
You'll want to rug up before joining Zodiac LOCATIONS
cruises along spectacular ice cliffs or among
grounded icebergs, keeping watch for whales,
seals and porpoising penguins. Zodiacs will also
transport you from the ship to land, where you
can visit penguin rookeries, discover historic huts

and explore some of our favourite spots along the B
peninsula. In addition to Zodiac cruises and shore

excursions, we may ship cruise some of the gy

narrow, dramatic straits separating offshore

islands from the mainland, or linger in scenic NO IMAGE

bays to watch whales travelling or feeding. This is AVAILABLE

a great time to enjoy the observation lounge or
make your way to the bridge for uninterrupted
views of Antarctica in all its splendour. Keep an
ear out for the creak and deep rumble of glaciers
as they carve their way from summit to sea, and
take a quiet moment to experience the wonder of
this incredible white continent. On this voyage,
we plan to cross the Antarctic Circle, an
imaginary line located at the Antarctic Circle at
latitude 66°33' South (approximately). This is
certainly a special highlight for everyone, and the
moment will be celebrated with a toast on the
deck. You've earned some boasting privileges,
joining a small group of lucky adventurers who've
made it to this part of the world. As we approach
and cross the circle, you will notice subtle
changes in the landscape, icescape, and also in
the distribution of wildlife. The waters at this time
of year are rich with krill and we hope to see
plenty of whales - particularly humpbacks and
minkes, and enjoy the spectacle of penguins
feeding their ravenous chicks.

As a member of IAATO we follow guidelines appointed by the Antarctic Treaty System to
go above and beyond in support of minimizing negative impacts on this pristine
landscape. We also encourage clients to look to book pre-and post- accommodation with
us, where local businesses will be supported. Our clients also receive restaurant
recommendations which support locally owned restaurants

We carefully select all ships we work with and choose smaller sized vessels to create less
impact. We use a highly regulated, licensed vessel which is well equipped to operate in
the Antarctic’s delicate ecosystem. We view the voyage to the Antarctic as an expedition,
not a sightseeing trip. Smaller boats such as ours can navigate narrow waterways and
are far less polluting than the larger ships in Antarctic waters. By carrying less
passengers, we have far less waste. The waste is carried back to the home port to allow
for environmentally conscious waste management and disposal.
