Established in the

1840s, Stanley was named after Edward Smith-

Stanley, Earl of Derby, who never actually set foot

on these islands.

Visit Cliff Mountain, reaching 1,250 feet, and
meet the Napier family, descendants of original
farmers, who operate the traditional sheep farm.
Experience the island's breathtaking scenery,
abundant wildlife, and the warm hospitality of its
two inhabitants, Lily and Roddy Napier. Head to
New Island, one of the world's most remote
inhabited islands, featuring gentle eastern shores
with sandy bays and turquoise waters. The
landscape transforms into rugged cliffs on the
western side, hosting over forty species of nesting
birds. Discover a diverse wildlife population,
including 13,000 gentoo penguins, 26,000
Southern rockhopper penguins, and an
impressive 60,000 black-browed albatrosses
soaring along the cliffs. Immerse yourself in the
rich history of New Island, dating back to the late
1700s, with many whaling ships seeking refuge in
its coves and bays from tempestuous weather.
